Day 1: Mon, Dec 2 - Arrival Cairo

After 
lunch at a local restaurant, spend the afternoon 
viewing antiquities at the Egyptian Museum.

Day 5: Fri, Dec 6 - Cairo / Abu Simbel / Aswan 
- Nile River Cruise
Transfer to Cairo Airport for the scheduled 
domestic flight to Abu-Simbel. Upon arrival, 
visit the magnificent Temples of Ramses II & 
Nefertari. We then depart on the scheduled 
domestic fight to Aswan. Transfer to our Nile 
cruise ship, our home for the next three nights 
as we cruise the majestic and mystical Nile 
River.
